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Secretarycof Commerce Frederick H. Mueller today transmitted t o  the President the 

f i n a l  1960 Census population count fo r  the United S ta t e s  a s  of April  1, 1960 which was 

179,323,175. This was an increase of 28 mill ion over the 1950 count ~f 151,325,798. 

The Secretary a l so  transmitted t o  the President and made public a table  showing 
the new congressional apportionment among the 50 Sta tes ,  based on the  f i n a l  1960 count. 

The f i n a l  population f igures  and the apportionment calculation made by the Bu- 
reau of the Census were delivered t o  Secretary Mueller t h i s  morning by Census Direc- 
t o r  Robert W. Burgess. Director Burgess was accompanied by Deputy Director A. ROSS 
Eckler, Assistant Director Conrad Taeubemand others of the Census Bureau s ta f f .  

Secretary Mueller called a t ten t ion  t o  the f a c t  t ha t  9 Sta tes  gain additional 
sea ts  i n  the House of Representatives while 16 Sta tes  lose.  California leads with a 
gain of 8 seats ,  while Florida gains 4. Other S ta tes  each g a i ~ r i g . 1  sea t  are ,  Arizona, 
Hawaii, Maryland, Michigan, New Jersey, Ohio, and Texas. 

Among the S ta tes  losing representation are  Pennsylvania, 3 seats;'New York, Mas- 
sackiilsetts , and Arkansas, 2 each; and Alabama, I l l i n o i s ,  Iowa, Kansas, Kentucky, 
Maine, Minnesota, Mississippi, Missouri, Nebraska, North Carolina, and West Virginia, 
1 sea t  each. 

The 2 S ta tes  with the grea tes t  numerical population:increase were California with 
5,130,981, and Florida with 2,180,255. Other S ta tes  with an increase of more than 1 
million each were I l l i n o i s ,  Michigan, New Jersey, New York, Ohio, and Texas. Three 
States--Arkansas, Mississippi, and West Virginia--lost population, as  did the Dis t r i c t  
of Columbia.
